DIRECTOR'S NOTES

my life. Before even attending a theatrical production, I had found that

nothing could be more captivating than meeting up with friends to create

imagined worlds and tell stories about heroes we wished to see or dreamt

we could be. Role-playing games were the gateway to that world. Friends

would come together around the kitchen table armed with pencils, papers,

dice and a lot of caffeine. There our imaginations transported us from

savage worlds to shiny spaceships in the darkness of space. Sure,

smudged stats boxes and Cheetos stained fingers lurked at the edge of that

imagination, but the power of creation and collaboration gave me shared

stories and lifelong friends that imbued those imaginings with far greater

vibrance and life.

Then came theatre and I found another realm where everyone united to

create new worlds on a simple bare stage. Each participant colored,

invented and transformed a story into something more. It never pretended

to reality. Instead, it asked everyone to imagine and pretend in unison.

Theatre invites the audience to collaborate in this creation and build a

shared experience that is something more than a darkened room pierced

with the ruby light of an exit sign and punctuated by the shifting sounds

of someone in a row behind you. Through this shared moment we shine a

light and create a reality that could be and help illuminate our average

lives.
